In this thesis, the researcher investigates the relationships between
public sector expenditures and economic variables affecting economic growth
in the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand) in the period between 1990 and 2009.
Pertinent data were analyzed through applying an econometric model
utilizing the multiple regression equation technique. The method of Ordinary
Least Squares (OLS) was used in order to estimate coefficient values.
Findings are as follows:
Independent variables consisting of regular public sector expenditures,
public sector investment expenditure, private sector investments, the number

employed, and the value of exports were explanatory of changes at 99.73

percent in respect to the dependent variable of the basic gross domestic
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, 246301
product per capita. Durbin-Watson results were equal to 2.1659, and so in
a range showing that there was an absence of auto correlation in respect to
the aforementioned findings.

Regular public sector expenditures, public sector investment
expenditures, private sector investment, and the value of exports were
determined to be directly correlated with the basic gross domestic product
per capita at the statistically significant level of reliability of 99 percent.
The number employed was also determined to be directly correlated with

basic gross domestic product per capita, but not at a statistically significant

level.
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
