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In this thesis, the researcher investigates factors affecting the price of
third grade smoked rubber sheets in the Kingdom of Thailand (Thailand).

Using the multiple regression equation models in applications of the
Econometric Views (Eviews) computer program, the researcher analyzed
relevant monthly time series secondary data in the period between 2005
and 2010, a total of 72 months, in order to establish the economic values of
variables and determine relationships between them.

Findings are as follows:

Various factors affected the price of third grade smoke rubber sheets.
Independent variables isolated by the researcher were the price of fresh rubber

sap, the price of third grade smoked rubber sheets in terms of one-month

ahead forecasting on the Singapore market, the price of third grade smoked
rubber sheets in terms of one-month ahead forecasting on the Tokyo market,
the price of diesel fuel oil, the quantity of car tire sales and the export value of
third grade smoked rubber sheets. All of these variables were conjointly
explanatory of the price of third grade smoked rubber sheets at the 99 percent
level.

The factors affecting the price of third grade smoked rubber sheets at
the reliability level of 99 percent were the price of fresh rubber sap, the price
of third grade smoked rubber sheets in terms of one-month ahead forecasting
on the Singapore market, the price of diesel fuel oil, and the quantity of car
tire sales. All of these independent variables were found to be directly
correlated with the price of third grade smoked rubber sheets. However,
the export value of third grade smoked rubber sheets was determined to be
inversely correlated with the price of third grade smoked rubber sheets.
Finally, the factor of the price of third grade smoked rubber sheets was found
to be directly correlated at the reliability level of 90 percent with its price in |

terms of one-month ahead forecasting on the Tokyo market.
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
