This research aimed to study and to compare the Master Degree students’
thoughts on philosophy of education within the special program for Teacher
Development under the Thai Khem Khaeng Project in the fiscal year 2010-2012. This
program is the cooperation between the Faculty of Education and Office of the Basic
Education Commission , the Ministry of Education. The sample obtained by Stratified
random sampling, using Taro Yamane‘s formula, which got 95% reliability. The
populations selected were from every part of Ramkhamkhaeng Universtiy regional
campuses: 42 people from Chiang Rai Campus (North Thailand), 99 people from
Khon Kaen (North-eastern Thailand), 107 people from main campus (Central
Thailand), and 68 people from Trang (Southern Thailand). The sample was drawing
of 316 and selected by strategy of simple random sampling. Research tool for data
collection was the multiple choice questionnaire designed by researchers.
Questionnaire had itself a reliability at 0 .93 and complied with 7 aspects as the
follows; 1) the aims of education aspect 2) the curriculum aspect 3) the instructors
aspect 4) the learners aspect 5) the educational institutes aspect 6) the learning process

aspect and 7) the evaluation and measurement aspect. Mean(x), percentage (%),

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standardized deviation ( S.D.), t- test and one-way ANOVA were employed for data
analysis.
Research results were the followings ;

1. the Master Degree students’ thoughts on philosophy of education in this
program had strongly engaged in the Progressivism at the whole perspectives and also
in Reconstructionism, Buddhism, Existentialism, Essentialism, and Perennialism
ordinary. For each aspects , the students in this program had their thoughts on
philosophy of education as showed;

1.1)the aim of education aspect, on Progressivism was at the most
(36.7 %) while the least was on Buddhism (2.2).

1.2)the curriculum aspect, on Existentialism was the most (33.2%) while
the least was on Buddhism(2.2%).

1.3)the instructors aspect, on Buddhism was the most (63.0%) while the
least was on Buddhism(1.3%).

1.4)the learners aspect, on Progressivism was the most (44.6%) while the
least was on Perennialism (0.9%).

1.5) the educational institutes aspect, on Reconstructionism was the most
(40.8%) while the least was on Existentialism (3.2%).

1.6) the learning process aspect, on Reconstructionism was the most
(41.1%) while the least was on Progressivism ( 3.2%).

1.7) The evaluation and measurement aspect, on Buddhism was the most
(31.0%) while the least was on Existentialism (1.6%).

2. a comparison of these students who have different in gender, age , working
experiences and field of studying, the research showed that the students who have
differences in gender have different thought on education’s philosophy which was
significantly statistical at .05 while those who have differences in age ,working

experiences and field of studying, there was different insignificantly statistical at .03.
