Moreover, the migrant
workers who treated different standard with the population in the country not even the
occupational class but also the right of living, place to live and medical treatment for example,
unfair health insurance, positioning as a population or reasonable wage rate. Basic of living issues
such as medical treatment, service, career, labor protection and welfare, the right of education,
the right to own their own house are threatening security of the laboring class.
