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Abstract

The purpose of this quasi-experimental r-escarch was to study the effects of supportive
psychotherapy group on hope of cervical cancer patients receiving radiotherapy. The sample was
ten stage 2-3 Cervical Cancer patients receiving radiotherapy who came for treatment at
Gynecology ward and Radiotherapy ward, Ratchawithi Hospital during February to March 2000.
The research instruments were composed of the Demographic Data Questionnaire and the Herth
Hope Index. The reliability of Herth Hope Index tested by Cronbach’s coefficient was 0.80. The
protocol for supportive psychotherapy group was assessed for its content validity by a panel of
experts. Data were collected one week before participating in the supportive psychotherapy group
and in the last session of supportive psychotherapy group. Data of Hope of cervical cancer
patients receiving radiotherapy before and after participating in the supportive group
psychotherapy were analyzed by Wilcoxon Matched Pairs Signed Ranks Test.

The results of this study revealed that hope of cervical cancer patient receiving

radiotherapy in the supportive psychotherapy group was significantly increased. {p <0.61)



These findings suggest.*. that the protocol for supportive psychotherapy group was an

effective method for use to increase hope on cervical cancer patients receiving radiotherapy.
