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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effect of Preventive Dentistry
Program to dental health behavior changes of Public Health officers at Ngao District,
Lampang Province The 30 samples were chosen by purp(_)sive Sampling and devided into 3
groups of 10 according to the Stage of Change method. Group 1 had no intention to change
the behavior, group 2 may change the behavior in the long period of time and group 3 would
change the behavior immediately. The instruments used for data collection were checkjng'
format, and pre — posttest., Statistics for data analysis were mean ,standard deviation
percemtage, t-—test, Chi— square test.
The results were as follow:

The behavior changes before and after the pre‘veutive dentistry program were :

1. Overall knowledge behavior changed significantly at level 0.1 Judging from
-each group, it was found that the knowledge of every group increased significantly at level 0.1



2. The practice behavior issues :

2.1 Overall effectiveness of tooth brush behavior had no change. Judging from
each group, there was no change in group 1 nor group 2, but group 3 changed significantly at
level 0.1

22 Overall using dental fross behavior had no change. Judging from each group,
there was no change either .

2.3 Overall using tooth picks behavior changed significantly at level 0.1 Judging
from each group ,there was change in group 1and group 2 significantly at level 0.1 and group
3 at level 0.5

3. Every group intended to change behavior at the better stages . Judging from each
group , group 1, with no intention to change beforehand , was ready to practice , group 2, with
“maybe” intention to change in the long period of time beforchand , was ready to practice
immediately , and group 3, with intention to change immediately beforehand , was more ready

to practice.
