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Sustainable Agricultural Community Planning by Participation.
Case Study of Pa Phai Municipality, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province.
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Abstract

This research aims of studying the spatial potential of Pa Phai municipality, creating
a public participation process for the community development planning according community
needs, including submit guidelines for community development according the community context
and needs for sustainable community development. The research methodology includes field
surveys with survey form and map and focus group meeting. The data was analyzed in terms of
overlay mapping.

The finding are as follows : Pa Phai municipality is a semi rural-urban community and
can be identified as a the agricultural community. There are physical conditions that are suitable
for agriculture, especially in the central and southern areas that are suitable for rice farming
because of the water supply and irrigation systems. The uplands are suitable for growing dry
crops, perennial crops and horticulture. The northern areas should be reserve for environmental

and forest conservation landuse. The high potential areas suitable for agriculture, along the Mae



Faek irrigation canal and the southern and west of the study areas should be preserved as
agricultural areas with rural residential and commercial landuses. The high potential areas
suitable for residential area in the western and central part of Pa Phai municipality

The physical community development guidelines are sustainable conservation of natural
resources and environment, development of effective physical water management system,
controlling infrastructure construction projects, the regulations of land use, natural and eco-
tourism and agricultural learning center and improvement and development of public space. The
fiscal guidelines are sources of investment funds and tax incentive. The investment guidelines are
the development of plant breeding, animal breeding and production, processing productivity,
market for supporting production and market incentives. The education and training guidelines
are equality in children and youth education, the awareness of young people and general people
and the knowledge and information to farmers. The social guidelines are integration of
agriculture, the social participation center, such as the regulation aspect is the regulation of solid

waste and illegal logging etc. These will encourage community development to continue o exist.
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
