The objectives of this research were to (1) study the level of knowledge, attitude,
and behavior using organic agriculture of sugarcane farmers in Nakhonsawan Province,
(2) compare the level of knowledge, attitude, and behavior using organic agriculture by
gender, educational level, experience, and farm size, (3) determine the relationship between
knowledge, attitude, and behavior using organic agriculture, and (4) explore the problems or
obstacles of using organic agriculture. Samples consisted of 220 sugarcane farmers in
Nakhonsawan Province by quota sampling technique. Data were collected by using
interview form. Analytical statistics included frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, independent t-test, One-way ANOVA, and Pearson’s correlation coefficient.

Research results revealed a low level of knowledge pertaining organic agriculture;
there were 44.3 to 83.1 of sugarcane farmers replied that they did not know all of the items.
61.8 percent did not used to participate in learning about organic agriculture. Moreover,
sugarcane farmers had a moderate level of attitude toward organic agriculture. The behavior
using organic agriculture of sugarcane farmers were at a low level in every planting steps.
There were low level of relationship between knowledge, attitude, and behavior using
organic agriculture (r < 0.30).

Recommendation of this research were to (1) provide more knowledge, (2) conduct
planting demonstration, (3) support more production factors, and (4) reduce other obstacles

to motivate the sugarcane farmers using organic agriculture in their farm.
