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The purposes of this study were 1) to develop the education process by using curative
education and transformative learning for parents of young children with special needs, and
2) to investigate the outcomes of participants’ transformative learning in terms of doing which was
the way of treating children, of feeling which was the attitude toward themselves and children,
and of thinking which was the new point of views about their way of life. The participants were
1) eight families having young children with special needs from kindergarten to grade 4 ina private
elementary school, 2) a special education teacher, and 3) the researcher. The procedures of this
participatory action research were; 1) preparation before the field study, 2) development of the
operational process, and 3) presentation of the developed process.

Research results were as follows:

1. The education process formation by using curative education and transformative learning
for parents of young children with special needs consisted of 5 elements for 3 steps of operational
procedures; 1) learning group formation, 2) operation of the parent education including (.) meeting
arrangement, (2) enhancement of practices with children at home, (3 coordination with resource room
at school, and (4) individual therapy follow-up, and 3) evaluation of the process.

2. Participants’transformative learning experiences were found in 3 dimensions; 1) doing
which was new action on child development promotion based on integrated view on early
intervention , 2) feeling which was balancing attitude toward themselves and children such as
becoming conscious of their own feeling, allocating time for healthy responses, becoming
enthusiastic and energetic for constructive action, and accepting and understanding the child’s
individuality as well as his/her true potential, and 3) thinking which was gaining the new mobilized
knowledge concerning working with children with special needs. l‘(y"‘ﬂ/-/
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
