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The purpose of this study are to investigate the relationships of Family Relations,
Family Communication Patterns and the attitude towards the pre - marital sex of the
adolescents in Bangkok metropolis.

Stratified sampling technique was used to recruit 400 subjects who comprised
the sample. All the subjects were adolescents in Bangkok metropolis

Questionnaires were used in collecting the data. Data was analysed using
percentage and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

Following results were found

L The attitude towards the pre - marital sex of the adolescents in Bangkok
metropolis was a negative one.

2. Family Relations was negatively correlated with the attitude towards the pre -
marital sex.

3. Pluralistic Family Communication Patterns was negatively correlated with the
attitude towards the pre - marital Sex.

4. Protective Family Communication Pattemns was negatively correlated with the
attitude towards the pre - marital sex.

b. Laissez-Faire Family Communication Patterns was positively correlated with
the attitude towards the pre - marital sex.

6. Consensual Family Communication Patterns was not correlated with the
attitude towards the pre - marital sex.
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
