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At present time, the terrorism becomes a vital problem of the international community
and its violence continues to deepen. To deal with terrorism problems, the international
cooperation is needed. Therefore, the United Nations, as the center of international community, has a
crucial role, especially the roles of U.N. Security Council in proclaiming resolutions to prevent
and to suppress the terrorism. This action of U.N. Security Council is done in accordance with
Chapter 7 “Action with respect to Threats to the Peace, Breaches of the Peace, and Acts of
Aggression”. The U.N. members, including Thailand, are bound to this Chapter and are required
to follow its resolutions as well.

This thesis aims to examine the measures imposed by the U.N. Security Council
resolutions, involving the prevention and suppression of terrorism. As a U.N. member, Thailand
has the obligations to pursue those resolutions. Besides, it also studies on how Thailand has taken
actions under those obligations for aiming to assess the outcomes of her actions as well as to
explore the guidelines for future implementations.

The study found that Thailand had taken actions under U.N. Security Council resolutions

her lull capacity, for example, including of terrorism conducts into Criminal Code and seizing of
terrorists” funds and assets. However, to follow U.N. Security Council resolutions, Thailand
should well consider the possible impacts as well as all concerned domestic laws. This means that,
in some case, the immediate action may not be taken. Hence, government agencies should swiftly
provide comprehensive preparations in pursuing U.N. Security Council resolutions. Therefore, in
performing any action under those obligations, the principles of human rights and the rule of law
should be bear in mind as well.
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
