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Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive research was fo study the level of hope and
powerlessness of HIV patients. The sample was composed of 100 HIV patients who twok at
counselling service at Sanpatong hospital in Chiang Mai Province during February — April
2000. They could lead their normal lives and play their role in the communities.

The instrument was an interview used form collecting for demographic data, hope
and powerlessne_ss.. Content validity was verified by experts. Reliability for hope and
powerlessness was 0.78 and 0.88 respectively.

Demography data were analyzed by using percentage. Hope and powerlessness
scores were computed and classified into 5 levels by mean and siandard diviation in each

level.

The results of the study showed that :

1. HIV patients had overall hope at a high level. More over the HIV patients had
high hope in every aspect.

2, HIV patients had overall powerlessness at a low level. In addition the HIV

patients had low powerlessness in every aspect,
