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Abstract

This descriptive research aimed to investigate nursing students’ knowledge and attitude towards
breastfeeding promotion and the relationship between knowledge and attitude of nursing students in the
promotion of breastfeeding. The subjects were 110 Rangsit University undergraduate nursing students
enrolling the first semester of academic year 2014. Data were collected using two questionnaires eliciting
personal information, knowledge and attitudes towards breastfeeding promotion (internal consistency
reliability = 0.80, and 0.83, respectively). Descriptive statistics and Pearson’s product moment correlation
coefficient were used for data analysis.

The findings revealed that the nursing students’ knowledge on breastfeeding was at a high level
(; = 45.78 SD = 3.57) and attitude towards breastfeeding was at a moderate level (X =359 SD = 0.43).

There was no significant relationship between knowledge and attitude of nursing students in the promotion
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of breastfeeding. Based on the findings, nursing students should be educated and cultivated with positive

attitudes towards breastfeeding throughout the nursing program.
