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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to gain general data of personality traits of Aviation Institute Students
for Flying Training Schools. The data will be used to develop desirable personality of the students to meet
the standards of Flying Training Schools, as personality traits are one of basic keys to success in flying training, as
well as the aptitude for a career in aviation as a commercial pilot. The sample used in this study were 104
students, of which 94 male and 10 female students enrolled in Year 1 and Year 2 undergraduate commercial
pilot program. Questionnaire construction and analysis were based on the objectives of the personality theory
of Paul T. Costa and Robert R. McCrae (1992) who had developed The NEO Personality Inventor (1995).

The results of this research were as follows: Among the ten personality traits of Aviation Institute
students including: compatibility with others, optimism, imagination, enthusiasm, emotions, anxiety, excitement,
responsibility, emotional stability and narrow world view. The results regarding student behaviour showed
that they tended the most towards compatibility with others, followed by imagination while they tended
the least to have narrow world view. When compared student personality traits, one by one, to the NEO
Personality Inventor of Paul T. Costa and Robert R. McCrae, which covered five personality dimensions:
emotions, sociability, openness, agreeableness and conscientiousness, students’ compatibility with others
was consistent with agreeableness dimension while imagination and narrow world view were consistent with
openness dimension. As a matter of conclusion, and according to the results, agreeableness and openness

were dominant features of Aviation Institute students.
