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Abstract

The purposes of the study were to investigate the current situation and to
develop a School-Community Relations Administration Model for Basic Education
Schools. The research design employed mixed - method of quantitative and qualitative
data collection. Three stages of data collection were; 1) examining the current situation
of community relations; 2) designing the model using data derived from stage 1, and
initially examining the model; and 3) verifying the appropriateness and the possibility of
the model of School-Community Relations Administration of Basic Education Schools.
Three major findings revealed as follows:

1) Overall results were at high levels regarding the current situation of School-
Community Relations of the basic education schools. In particular, the highest levels
were public relations aspect, followed by participation in community activities, and the
work of basic education school committee respectively. However, the results showed
that the least performed aspects were establishing groups, clubs, associations, and foun-
dations.
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2) Regarding to the role model of School-Community Relations Administration
of basic education schools, the results showed that the work of basic education school
committee was ranked at the highest, particularly in providing the committee opportuni-
ties in monitoring and supporting educational management. The second ranking was
dealt with the participation in the community activities organized by teachers and the
participation of students in community cultural activities and other important days.

3) Concerning the School-Community Relations Administration Model for
Basic Education Schools, the results revealed that there are 5 essential components of
the Model. First, Introduction Section which consists of 3 parts which are 1.1) back-
ground of the model, 1.2) purposes of the model, and 1.3 ) rationale of the model.
Section two is about Structure, Role and Duties of the school's community relationship
that comprises of 2 parts: 2.1) structure of the work, and 2.2) job description. Section
three is about a guideline for Communities Relationship Administration consisting of 4
parts which are 3.1) planning, 3.2 ) organization managing, 3.3) work progressing, In
particular, Part 3.3 can be elaborated into 7 subparts, which are (1) community partici-
pating in educational management, (2) the basic education committee's work, (3) public
relations, (4) community services, (5) participating in community activities, (6) establish-
ing groups, clubs, associations, and foundations, and (7) enhancing relationship between
communities and other organizations, and 3.4) controlling which including supervising,
monitoring, and evaluating. Then, Section four which is about performance indicators for
the success of community relationship. The last part is Section five which is about a
condition of implementation of the School-Community Relations Administration Model
for Basic Education Schools. The Results of Model verification showed that the Model
was appropriate and practical.
