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The Relationship between Motivation and Anxiety in Learning English among

Bachelor Degree Students at Burapha University

The purposes of this research were to find out about motivation and anxiety level in learning
English among bachelor degree students in Burapha University, and also to demonstrate how motivation
was related to anxiety in EFL acquisition. Besides, the researcher worked to compare gender, age, year of
study and major with motivation and anxiety in learning English. The samples were 400 bachelor degree
students in Burapha University selected through multi-stage sampling. Questionnaires were used as an
instrument mainly surveyed on students’ level of motivation and anxiety while learning English by following
Likert Scale and the data were analyzed through Statistical Package for Social Science (SPSS).

The results showed that the level of motivation was rather high while the anxiety level was aver-
age. Male students had lower motivation level than female learners, but their anxiety level did not dem-
onstrate any differences. Age and year of study revealed no differences when comparing with motivation
and anxiety in learning English. Social major students possessed higher motivation level, whereas science
major students had higher anxiety level. Finally, there was a negatively low level of correlation between

motivation and anxiety in learning English among bachelor degree students at Burapha University.
