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Learning Achievement of Students in FIN 201 : Business Finance Course
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” Abstract ‘l

The objective of this survey research were to investigate the demographic factors and the learning
achievement relevant to the achievement of students in FIN 201 : Business Finance course in 5 dimensions :
readiness of learners, class attendance, motivation, knowledge and learning achievement. The samples
were 350 students from 3 Faculties : Business Administration, Accounting and Tourism & Hospitality
Industry, who enrolled in FIN 201 in the first semester of 2012. Data were collected suing questionnaire
and were analyzed via descriptive and inferential statistics.

The results revealed that most of the samples were female from the faculty of Business administration,
whose Grade Point Average were between 2.01-2.50. Respondents rated their overall opinions on the 5
dimensions learning management at a high level. When considering each topic of the questionnaire,
respondents reported their highest satisfaction with “lecturers” items, while “learning evaluation” came
secondly and “learning activities” came thirdly. The three highest rated among “lecturers” sub-items
were these statements : “the content was completely delivered, according to the teaching plan” ; “lessons
were well-planned and well-prepared” ; and “ course description was distributed to the students before
attending class.”

It was found that respondents rated their learning achievement at a high level. The two highest
rated sub-items were “faithful class attendance” ; “motivation for learning achievement” ; and the lowest
rated item was “earning high scores at mid-term examination”.

Regarding hypothesis testing, demographic factors in every dimension were found to have
statistically significant (p<0.05) differences. In addition, learning management in FIN 201 demonstrated a

significant positive correlation with the learning achievement at a medium level (p<0.01 and r = 0.595).
