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Abstract

City development may be perceived as a topic distant from the daily lives of the people in
Samut Sakhon province. However, to truly engage local communities in the process of development,
authorities must find an angle that is relatable and beneficial for community members in order to
inspire them to understand the value of local culture and ultimately feel committed to their
communities. Thus, the development of the area and the city can be possible only with the
engagement of local people. Meanwhile, community-based tourism is another method that can be
utilized in order to achieve this goal. However, there must be tourist attractions, a unique way of life,
or an interesting history in the local community to attract visitors. Once tourists visit the community,
locals must also benefit from these activities. At the same time, to attract visitors, communities must
come up with ideas to manage and ensure that attractions are clean, convenient, safe, and offer
interesting activities for visitors, all of which will lead to the sustainable development of the
community. If this process is carried out in multiple communities, the city will be developed in a
sustainable manner.

With this idea, the researchers have carried out a study on the use of historical and tourism
data for city development in Samut Sakhon through community-based tourism. Tha Chalom
community has been selected as the case study of this research since the community has numerous
interesting points about history and tourism. This research has served the purpose of promoting
community-based tourism in the area as the Tha Chalom community has engaged in the project and
used its historical and tourism data to attract visitors to the area, ultimately allowing the community
to understand the value of local culture and feel committed to their community. Moreover, locals have
engaged in maintaining and developing tourist attractions in the area, and have founded the Samut
Sakhon City Development Volunteer Group as part of this initiative. The project also inspired the
public and private sectors to pay attention to Tha Chalom community and become involved in
developing Tha Chalom community in line with the responsibilities of each sector. Overall, the project
has established Tha Chalom as a pilot area for city development in Samut Sakhon through community-
based tourism using historical and tourism data. The results from this research can also be utilized
and adapted for the development of cities through community-based tourism in other areas in Samut

Sakhon or other provinces.
