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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop Metal Work Course activities
using English as a medium of instruction , {o study students’ abilities in learning
Metal Work course , their reading ability and their motivation. The participants were
16 students who took Metal Work Course in the second semester of the 1999
academic year at Kaelangnakorn School, Muang District, Lampang Province. After 5
lesson plans of Metal Work activities were developed , implemented and evaluated
for effectiveness, students’ abilities in reading andr learning Metal Work Course
were assessed . Also their motivation was investigated. The data obtained were
analyzed by using mean percentage and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that the Metal Work Course activities conducted in
English were effectively developed to enhance the content kndwledge and metal work
skills. Students’ English speaking ability and their motivation were satisfactory at a
moderate level. Their reading ability was not satisfactory and needed further

development.
