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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the factors leading to abuse amphetamine risk
factors, risk behaviors and the way to prevents abuse amphetamnine of Chiang Mai Technical
colledge students. The sample consisied of 50 teachers and administators 15 sfudents who abuse
amphetamine and 380 students who no use amphetarmne. Data collecting instruments were
interview and questionaire. Data was analyzed by using SPSS for windows program to obtain
frequency percentage arithmetic means and standard dewviation.

The results of this study revealed that.

1. Factors leading to abuse amphetamine were

1.1 Individual factors.

1.2 Social and environment factors.
1.3 Predisposing factors.

1.4 Enabling factors.

1.5 Reinforcing factors,

2. Risk factors to abuse amphetamine of the students were at medium level as social
and environment factors and enabling, factors otherwise were low level.

3. Risk behaviors fo abuse amphetamine were low level.

4. The ways to prevent abuse amphetamine consist of making a research, build policy,
build regulation, building strengthen and protection.
