The purposes of research were to study and analyze the relation between variables affecting decision
making in using information technology of small elementary school and to compare the variables of
educational level and administrative experience affecting the decision making in using Information
Technology of Small School Executives under the Area Office of Elementary Education Ratchaburi
Region 1. The population were 98 small size elementary school administrators. The instrument was
a questionnaire. The statistics for data analysis were percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The
research results were found that the variables affecting decision making in all 4 aspects were in
high level with the average 4.29. When considering each aspect, the variable was perception aspect
in high level with the average 4.05 such as the perception on modern and changing of technological
equipment all the time. The decision aspect was also in high level with the average 4.32. The
highest level was the concern that the information technology was beneficial for school
administration. The implementation aspect was in high level with the average 4.25. The highest
level was the idea that internet system usage could communicate very quickly. The confirming
aspect was in the highest level with the average 4.56 such as the need of educated personnel to be in
charge of information technology system. From the comparison of variables on educational level,
the confirming aspect was in the highest level with the average 4.64 and on the administrative
experience aspect, the confirming aspect was in the highest level with the average 4.61. The result
of the comparison was not different.
