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ABSTRACT

The study entitled the Voting Behavior in the B.E. 2548 General Election of
The Prince Royal College’s Staff, Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province
aimed exploring factors that encouraged and supported people’s voting behavior in
the election launched on 6 February in B.E.2548. The data is collected from The Prince
Royal College’s Staff 222 persons.

The results of the study were as follows:

It was found that the level of political understanding, the level of political
participation, campaign, political parties policies, and their leaders, and achievements
were the supportive factors. The parties leaders, in particular, were considered as the
most supportive factor, while achievement, campaign, and the level of political

understanding were the next supportive factors accordingly.
