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The project aimed at developing risk management  immobilized patients in
orthopedic department, Chaoprayayomraj Hospital, and feasibility study for
implementing the quideling  the real setting.

The target group composed of 12 nurses; 3 head nurses from orthopedic
female, male, Banhan-Jamsai ward, and 3 staff nurses from each ward, selected by
purposive sampling technique. The instruments  this project were the risk
management training plan, the test of risk management knowledge, nursing activities
observation form 1the performance note using with the guideline, and the questionnaire
concerning nurses opinion upon the project and utilization of the quideline. The
instruments were tested for content validity and reliahility. Data were analyzed by
percentage, mean, and standard diviation. The workshop on “The development of risk
management guideline immobilized patients, orthopedic department,
Chaoprayayomraj Hospital”, was held and the participants had utilized the risk
management guideline in the orthopedic ward at the same hospital for 2 weeks. The
monitoring and evaluation process of the utilization of the guideline were done by the
participants, using group discussion and questionnaire.

The results of the project were as follow.

L Seven risk management guidelines for complication prevention were
developed by the participants; 1) bedsore 2) urinary tract infection 3) stiffness of joint 4)
muscle atrophy 5) Hypostatic Pneumonia 6) Neuro-vascular injuries 7) stress.

2. Al participants agreed on implementing the guieline in the real setting.
