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Abstract

This study aimed to study the predictive factors of young girls’ appropriate
behavior toward the opposite sex at private foster homes, Chiang Mai province. The
participants of this study were 300 young girls, aged 12-20 years living under the care of

25 private foster homes in Chiang Mai province. The stratified random sampling method
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was employed. The data were collected from the questionnaires and analyzed using
means, standard deviation, and multiple regression analysis. The result of this research
showed that self-esteem, intellectual media consumption, the role of caregivers, and the
influence of the peer group could predict appropriate behavior toward the opposite sex
at 16.9 percent. The intellectual media consumption behavior may indicate the statistical

significance at the .05 level of the appropriate behavior toward the opposite sex.
