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Abstract

The purposes of this study, Impact of the Announcement of the Dormitory Act. B.E. 2558 on
Dormitory Operators in Suthep and Chang Phueak Municipalities Chiang Mai Province, were to 1)
explore the opinions of private dormitory operators in Suthep and Chang Phueak Sub-districts for
the enforcement of the Dormitory Act. B.E. 2558, 2) investigate the positive and negative impacts
on private dormitory operators in Suthep And Chang Phueak Sub-districts, and 3) study the
guideline of the administrators of Suthep and Chang Phueak Municipalities cooperating with private
dormitory operators to comply with the Dormitory Act. B.E. 2558. The samples used in this study
were 138 private dormitory operators officially registered in Suthep Municipality, and 106 private
dormitory operators in Chang Phueak Municipality. The samples from two municipalities were 244

private dormitory operators.

The findings revealed that the private dormitory operators in both sub-districts viewed that
the principles, reasons, and guidelines for the implementation of the Dormitory Act. B.E. 2558 are
consistent with the principles of good law for the operators at a moderate level. The operators
viewed that the adoption of the Act has a negative impact at a high level, a positive impact at a
moderate level, and there are no differences in terms of impacts on the operators in both sub-
districts. For the guideline of the administrators of Suthep and Chang Phueak Municipalities

cooperating with the private dormitory operators according to the new Dormitory Act, it was found



that the actions at the fair level are arranging a briefing meeting, consulting between the operators
and government officials in publicizing and providing information to the operators, as well as
listening to feedbacks from the operators, reducing conflicts and receiving cooperation from all

parties. These are the actions that everyone needs.
