Research Problem

After the incident of October 14“‘. 1973, people’s participation in
politics has been increasing more and more.

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Research Restults

According to the research, the amount of research related to the Thai
Parliament in the past 30 years is 13,278. The majority of research is as
mentioned below. 2,054 researches related to legislation, 1,285 and 1,061
researches related to administrative duty in the area of education and

economy, frade, industry respectively.

The least research done is as mentioned below. 73 researches related
to administrative duty in the area of military, 81 and 125 researches related to

administrative duty in privatization and energy respectively.
