Development of sensitive variable measurement tool:

Application of RRT and SDS in measuring teachers’ attitude towards sexuality
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Abstract

Sensitive issues or sensitive topics are mostly found in a wide range of social sciences and social sciences
research, such as political opinions, election behavior, dishonesty, and also including sexuality-related issues, e.g. sexual
behavior, opinions about abortion. Most of sensitive issues tend to have social factors such as religion, ethics, social norms
and social desirability that influence from behind and may causing the respondents responded to issues as the society
wishes that varies from reality. Therefore, the researcher should have guidelines for studying sensitive issues. In this
research, we aimed to 1) develop and asses quality of instruments for measuring sensitive variable by applying randomized
response technique with the unrelated question design (RRT) and social desirability scale (SDS) technique by applying to
study teachers’ attitude towards sexuality and 2) compare the attitude towards sexuality of teachers with different
backgrounds, using the developed instrument. The samples were randomly drawn from 84 secondary teachers in Bangkok,
by using multistage random sampling. The data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics and inferential statistics
including frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s correlation, two-way ANOVA, confirmatory factor
analysis, Cronbach’s alpha coefficient, DIF (different item functioning), and RRT point estimation. The key research findings
were as follows:

1. Result of development of sensitive variable measuring tools by applying RRT and SDS to measure teachers’
attitude towards sexuality. Considering the validity, the developed measurement was consistent with the operational
definition and the measurement model was consistent with the empirical data (chi-square = 3.183, df = 1, p = .074,
RMSEA = .105) and the reliability was good (O = .840). This measurement had no items were bias among gender and age.
Lastly, this measurement had no relationship with LGBTQ-related SDS (r = 0.186, p = .091).

2. The attitude towards sexuality significantly differed among teachers’ gender and age. The LGBTQ teachers
had the highest levels of attitude towards sexuality, while, male and female teachers had lower levels of the attitudes.
Teachers younger than 31 years old had higher level of attitude towards sexuality than those with the age of 41-50, and
over 50 years old. Teachers with the age between 31 and 40 years old had higher level of attitude towards sexuality than
those with the age of 41-50, and over 50 years old. Lastly, Teachers with the age between 41 and 50 years old had higher

level of attitude towards sexuality than those with the age over 50 years old.
