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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) Study the conceptual framework of private schools that
enhances the engagement of teachers and students; 2) Identify the current and desired states and needs of
private school management; and 3) Using the SWOT analysis technique, analyse the Strengths, Weaknesses,
Opportunities and Threats to private schools management according to the concept of organization that
enhances the engagement of teachers and students. The sample consisted of 330 private schools, and the 873
respondents comprised administrators, teachers and students. The research study’s instruments included
questionnaires and evaluation forms, and the data were analysed by means, standard deviation and a Modified
Priority Needs Index (PNlyegifed)- Findings showed that: 1) The conceptual framework of schools that enhance
engagement comprised 6 elements, namely: Meaningful work; hands-on management; positive work
environment; growth opportunities; trust in leadership, and equity. 2) Overall, the current management of
private schools, according to the concept of the organization that enhances engagement of teachers’ and
students’ states, was high, and the desired state of management was at the highest level. 3) The strength was
‘trust in leadership’, while the weakness was ‘growth opportunities for both teachers and students.
Opportunities were ‘society’ and ‘technology’, while threats were ‘politics and government policy’ and

‘the economy’.
