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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop and verify the quality of
criteria for evaluation of learner development activities for Mathayom Suksa 11
students in schools under the Office of Suphan Buri Educational Service Area 2,
Suphan Buri province.

The employed research sample comprised two groups. The first group was
employed in the development of evaluation criteria comprising 17 experts on
instruction of learner development activities who were personnel in schools and
supervisors under the office of Suphan Buri Educational Service Area 2. It consisted
of 10 heads of the Learner Development Activities Learning Area, two teachers of
Boy Scout activities, two teachers of guidance activities, one teacher of club
activities, and two supervisors. The second group was the group employed for quality
verification of the developed criteria for evaluation of learner development activities.
It consisted of 15 teachers who taught learner development activities at Nong Priang
Witthaya School, obtained by purposive sampling based on set criteria. The
employed data collecting instruments were an interview form for experts, a
questionnaire on expert’s opinion, and a questionnaire on teacher’s opinion toward
appropriateness of the evaluation criteria. Data were analyzed using content analysis,
the median, inter-quartile range, mean, and standard deviation.

Research findings showed that the developed criteria for evaluation of
learner development activities for Mathayom Suksa 11 students in schools under the
Office of Suphan Buri Educational Service Area 2, Suphan Buri province comprised
18 indicators together with 4-rating scale scoring criteria. They could be used to
evaluate the eight desirable characteristics. The teachers who taught learner
development activities had opinions that the developed criteria were appropriate at the
very high to highest levels.
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
