Summary:

I presented the overall view  o f  my thesis on the topic “An Intervention to Reduce 

Unsafe Sexual Behavior Leading to High Prevalence o f  HIV Infection among the 

Commercial Sex Workers through Peer Education Approach”. The presentation was 

divided into three main parts: An essay, proposal, and data exercise.
