Introduction
Background and Problem Identification

The development of tourism industry has led to the hope that stimulates the economic
situation rapidly therefore government has been aware that “tourism industry” especially
foreign tourists entering Thailand for long stay vacation will result to the huge amount of
foreign currencies circulated within our country. It certainly stimulates the national economic
situation rapidly therefore the tourism industry has been announced on the list of national
agenda.

To design Thailand as the first destination to be selected by international tourists for
their vacation, the Tourism Organization of Thailand, TOT has put many efforts to promote and
develop the “long stay tourism program” by facilitating the elderly people (age more than 50
years) for entering Thailand. The prosperous retired people have been targeted, since this
tourist group will not cause any problem or be any burden to the country especially inthe case
of their sickness.

Regarding to relevant research literature review, two researches have been found.
According to Prayool Boonprasert (2002), studied on the guideline to promote and develop
the long stay tourism. The study emphasized on the tourists aged more than 50 years old who
traveled for vacation and Japanese tourists were selected to study for in-depth information.
The second relevant research was Nualpran Somsroy (2003) who studied in the year about
the long stay tourism situation focused on the case study of SamutSonkram province.
However, neither of these studies about the accommodation or lodging for the Scandinavian
group while the number of the Scandinavian tourists traveling to Thailand has increased every
year when compared with tourists from other countries. It would seem, therefore, the further
investigations are need in order to study about the available lodgings for this important
targeted group since it has only one area to accommodate, the Scandinavian Village Project.

The Scandinavian Village Project has been established to support the long stay
lodging for the prosperous elderly or retired people aged more than 55 years old and they
must be the Scandinavian people from 3 countries, they are Norway, Sweden and Denmark.
The highlight of this project is that tourists or foreign tenants can directly make 30 year long
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term buying contract for the accommodation in Thailand through the head company in
Sweden. The Swedish engineer has been assigned to design and manage overall of the
construction project including housing architecture and decorations that have been selected
from abroad. However, itis still a question whether or not that once the targeted foreign tourist
group comes and lodgings in Thailand, the available facilities and environment will be
appropriate to the way of living and the quality of life of the Scandinavian people for their long
stay in Thailand.

This problem is considered certainly important to study with the objectives to known
about the behavior of foreign tenants, their daily life activities including problem and obstacle
occur during the long stay lodging in Thailand.  addition, this research will also study to find
the way for problem solving to improve the quality of life and to be suggested as an
appropriate management guideline for the Scandinavian people in the future.
