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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: 1) to develop indicators of emotional and social intelligence for school
administrators under the Nonthaburi Provincial Administration Organization, and 2) to examine the construct validity of the
developed model with the empirical data. The study was conducted in two phases. The first phase was the indicator
development by synthesis of relevant documents and researches, as well as an interview with five experts. The second phase
was the goodness of fit examination between the developed hypothesis indicators and the empirical data. Data was collected
from a sample group of 482 teachers. The tool was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with IOC ranged between .60 to 1.00
and overall reliability value of .978. The quantitative data was analyzed by a computer program to obtain the mean and standard
deviation. For appropriateness of the data and factor analysis, Bartlett's Test of Sphericity and the Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin Measure
of Sampling Adequacy (KMO) were used. The Mplus program was used for confirmation factor analysis and to check the
consistency of the developed model with the empirical data.

The study found that:

1. The results of the indicators' construction and development revealed that indicators on the emotional and social
intelligence of school administrators under the Nonthaburi Provincial Administration Organization were classified into 4 factors
and 12 indicators. There was self-awareness with 2 indicators, self-management with 4 indicators, social awareness with
3 indicators, and the last one was relationship management with 3 indicators.

2. The confirmatory factor analysis model was fitted to the empirical data following the hypothesis and based on
the statistics as follows: Chi-square (Xz) = 12.03 no statistical significance, df = 10, p = .2834, CFI = 1.000, TLI = .999 and
