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Abstract

The objectives of this research paper were 1) to study the landscape
architecture of Buddhist temples; 2) to study the landscape architecture of the
temples that promote the Buddhist tourism; and 3) to analyze the landscape
architecture of the temples that promote the Buddhist tourism in Phetchabun
Province. This research was a qualitative research focusing on documentary research
and in-depth interviews with 9 key informants in data collecting and analyzing.
Learning areas and development areas of tourism according to the Buddhist way are
divided into 3 types: physical areas; social space and intellectual space. The results
of the research revealed that 1) the landscape architecture of Buddhist temples had
characteristics of the temple in the Buddhist era. The physical characteristics of the
temple in the Buddhist era were in line with the Sappaya by emphasizing on the
shady, appropriate and sufficient lodgings, Dhamma areas or the practice of Vipassana
to focus on achieving Magga, Phala and, Nirvana; 2) landscape architecture of the
temple that promotes the Buddhist tourism. Temples in Thai society were regarded
as highly valuable religious resources and art that can attract a large number of both
Thai and foreign tourists to visit and see the works of landscape architecture,
sculpture, painting, and Buddhist art that are absolutely beautiful. This includes going
to the temple to make merit, to pay respect to Buddha, to bless the holy things, to
offer food, etc.; and 3) in terms of analyzing the landscape architecture of the
temples that promote the Buddhist tourism in Phetchabun Province from the study
of the data of the temples selected to be the case studies of 9 temples, there were
2 types: 3.1) the temple's format focuses on promoting it as a tourist attraction for
viewing works on Buddhist landscape architecture, Buddhist art, Chalermraj Cultural
Center, museums, and making merit, offering food and praying for blessings; 3.2) the
format of the temple that focuses on promoting it as a tourist attraction and providing

continuous Dharma practice continuously.
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
