The objectives of this study were 1) to study the community context of Ban-Kaodindum
in Changtoon Sub-district, Borai District, Trat Province 2) to find out the levels of people’s
participation in the project area, 3) to investigate the project implementation and 4) to discover
the problems and suggestions of the project. The population in this study were five projectors and
personnel, thirty represtentatives from thirty families. The study tools comprised questionnaires
and interview guidelines. The data were analyzed by using a package computer program. The
statistics employed this study were percentage, mean, standard deviation and content analysis.

The study results revealed that:

1. There were thirty households in the study area. The village leaders and the committee
* were relatives. Their major occupation was agriculture. The majority of their plots of land were
for rubber plantation. There were public health volunteers. They helped each other in organizing
cultural activities from past to present.

2. The participation of people in malaria prevention and control project was found at a
high level.

3. The project was implemented through Participatory Action Research (PAR).

4. The problems of this project were inadequate budget, villagers’ inflexible meeting
time, and restricted public relations.

The suggestions were made that people should join hands with Subdistrict Administration
Organization for asking budget support. Meeting time should associate with major people’s
occupations. Finally, people should be encouraged to fully and continuously participate in the

project public relations.
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
