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Abstract

The objective of this study was to develop an instructional model based on deconstruction
theory and argumentation approach to develop the critique abilities of undergraduate students and
evaluate the quality of the instructional model. The sample included 6 experts in the fields of
curriculum and instructional design and development, teaching the Thai Language and critiquing to
assess the content validity and suitability of the instruments. The participants in the study were
selected from a group of 30 students of a Thai Language and Communication undergraduate degree
program. Research instruments comprised the consistency index of the instructional model’s
suitability and related literature, and the critiquing ability test and scoring rubrics. Data were analyzed
using mean and standard deviations. This instruction model consisted of 5 stages, namely, 1)
Questioning for cognition and eliminating doubt, 2) Deconstructing ideas and arranging hierarchy, 3)
Checking environmental conditions, 4) Sharing, arguing and reasoning, and 5) Creating personal
perspectives. The model was found to be appropriate at the highest level (X = 4.69, SD. = 0.11) and
the results were verified using an evaluation form (tem-Objective Congruence Index; I0C) was
appropriate from 0.83 - 1.00. The results of the pilot study found that the score for critique abilities
exceeded that prior to the experiment. This showed that when the students were able to make
connections between new ideas and prior knowledge by performing various activities in each step of
the instructional model, they could critique and express their opinions rationally, leading to more

appropriate conclusions.
