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Abstract

At present, campus walkability is fundamental to the design to enhance the walking experience in
the university campuses. In addition, campus walkability affects students’ behavior and perception of the
university environment. Past studies have described campus walkability as connectivity, accessibility, safety,
comfort, and aesthetics. However, research in Thailand still lacks tools to survey students’ attitudes toward
campus walkability. This research aims to develop a tool for Chulalongkorn University. Due to Covid-19, the
tool is developed in the form of an online questionnaire in order to collect data from the third, fourth, and
fifth-year students in the Faculty of Architecture, Chulalongkorn University, because they have experiences
on campus. The questions are developed based on concepts, theories, and studies related to campus
walkability as well as students’ walking behavior and perception of the environment. The contexts of the
study area are also considered. This questionnaire has been approved by the Research Ethics Committee.
It is hoped that the designed tool will be useful for collecting data to conduct the study of campus

walkability, and the development of landscape design guidelines for enhancing campus walkability.
