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Abstract

The objectives of this research article were 1) to study the level of multi-
intelligence leadership of school administrators; 2) to study the efficiency of school
management; and 3) to study the relationship between the multi- intelligence
leadership of school administrators and school management efficiency. This was a
quantitative research. The sample consisted of 52 schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office Phitsanulok Uttaradit from the sample size according
to Craigie and Morgan's table. The research tool was a questionnaire with a reliability
of .980. The results of the research revealed that 1) leadership based on the concept
of multi-intelligences of the school administrators, overall, was at a high level; 2)
efficiency of school management of school administrators, overall, was at a high
level, and 3) in terms of the relationship between the multi-intelligence leadership
of school administrators and school management efficiency, it was found that there
was statistically significant at .01 level. The statistics used for data analysis were mean
and standard deviation. The relationship was analyzed by Pearson correlation

coefficient.
