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This research aims to address the component of creative communication skills for student teachers  

by using the qualitative methodology to follow the in-depth interview model of nine teachers who won  

the Princess Maha Chakri Award and six professors in higher education institutions who have high 

experience in learning management, school integrated learning, and coaching student teachers.  

The purposive sampling technique is applied to analyze the content, which indicates that the creative 

communication skills for student teachers have five elements; 1) creating a good relationship, 2) active 

listening, 3) reflective thinking, 4) encouraging, and 5) inspiring. Therefore, the composition of creative 

communication skills for student teachers is developed to determine the learning expectations and 

generate guidelines to enhance the creative communication skills for student teachers to manage  

the well-studied environment. 
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
