Causal factors of spending behavior by Thai undergraduate students: a path analytic approach1

Abstract

This correlational study aimed to investigate the direct and indirect effects of psychological and
situational factors on spending behavior. A sample group of 807 undergraduate students was selected using
multi-stage sampling. The study’s measuring instruments comprised 13 sets of summated rating scales, and
measuring tools were analyzed for confirmatory factor analysis. The results of path analysis by a linear
structural relationship model revealed that situational factors directly affect spending behavior (R* = 0.609),
and situational factors and psychological traits indirectly affect spending behavior via psychological states
(R* = 0.819) In other words, the psychological states were a linking variable that directly influence the
spending behavior of students. These results have important implications for further research and promoting

interventions.
