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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to (1) study the arrangement of
environment facilitating student’s learning in secondary schools in Chanthaburi
Province; (2) study the level of student quality standards of secondary schools in
Chanthaburi Province; and (3) study the relationships between the arrangement of
environment facilitating student’s learning and the level of student quality standards
of secondary schools in Chanthaburi province.

The research sample totaling 230 school personnel consisted of 23
purposively selected school administrators and randomly selected 207 teachers. The
sample size was determined based on the Sample Size Table of Krejcie and Morgan.
The employed research instruments were (1) a 5-scale rating questionnaire on the
arrangement of environment facilitating student’s learning in school, developed by the
researcher, with reliability coefficient of .95; and (2) a data collecting form on
evaluation results of student quality based on student quality standards. Statistics for
data analysis were the frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
correlation coefficient.

Research findings were as follows: (1) The overall and by-aspect
arrangements of environment facilitating student’s learning in secondary schools in
Chanthaburi province were rated at the high level. (2) The overall level of student
quality standards of secondary schools in Chanthaburi province was at the good level,
with three standards being at the very good level, one standard being at the good
level, and one standard being at the good level. (3) The relationship between the
overall arrangement of environment facilitating student’s learning in school and the
overall student quality standards of secondary schools in Chanthaburi province was
positive and at the very high level, which was statistically significant at the .01 level.
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
