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Abstract

The objectives of this research article were 1) to study the quality of prison
management that was expected according to the benchmark compared with the
actual prison management quality; and 2) to study the gap in the quality of prison
management that was expected according to the standard and actual prison
management quality to provide information to improve the quality of prison
management in accordance with the United Nations Minimum Standards for the
Treatment of Prisoners. (Mandela Rules) and Prison Management Standards. It was a
quantitative research by collecting data from a questionnaire on the quality of prison
management expected according to standard criteria and the quality of actual prison
management from 143 prison administrators using gap analysis and prioritization by
using PNI modified index. The results of the research were as follows: 1) the quality
of prison management in terms of opinions of the actual quality of prison
management was at the same level as expected according to the UN standard criteria
(Mandela Rules), namely in terms of physical conditions of imprisonment (highest
level), security discipline (highest level) and the prison system (highest level). As for
prison management standards, they were the setting of visions (highest level) the
prison administration system (highest level) and budget management plan and extra-

budget money (high level); and 2) when analyzing the gap between the quality of
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prison management according to the United Nations standard criteria (Mandela's
Rule) expected and the quality of actual management, it was found that the aspect
with the most PNI modified was prison staff (PNI modified = 0.1144). As for the
standard criterion for prison management, there was a communication system (PNI
modified = 0.1054). The policy proposal was that the Department of Corrections must
plan a strategy for human resource management and information management. At
the same time, the administrators must provide suitable working conditions in prisons
that were conducive to the performance of prison staff, develop skills to build

professionalism and promote teamwork.
