A study of Abstract Sculptures of Thai Modern Artists: Case of Chumruang
Vichienket, Nonthivatn Chandhanaphalin, Inson Wongsam and Khemrat Gongsuk during
B.E. 2508-2549 was to study the concepts and the products of Thai Modern Artists. The
objectives of the study were to investigate the inspiration, the background, the concepts
and form of Thai artists’ abstract sculptures; find out development of Thai artists’
abstract sculptures; and study the influence of concept and form of Thai artists’ abstract
sculptures that passed on other groups.

The interview schedule and tape recorder were the instruments of the study, in
order to collect the personal data, educational experiences and work procedures. The 4
great national artists in sculpture area were the sample of the study. The document,
drawings, 2 dimensional sketches, 3 d_imensibnal objects of sculpture and sample artists
interviewing were used as the data analysis. The results of the study were as follows;

1. The 4 case study of sculptors created abstract art as personal preference
that associated with contemporary art trend toward the abstraction at the time.

2. Each sculptor used abstract method as a mean to create sculptures but each
individual has his own unique purposes. -

3. The direction in creat'in'g'_ abstract sculptures of 4 case study has. 2
directions, the first, was the abstract work that focused on the purity of forms and the
second, was the abstract work that integrate notion of western abstract art --the truth to
material--with the notion of Thai art --form as symbolic to convey meaning.

4. The inspiration of three artists such as Chumruang Vichienket, Nonthivatn
Chandhanaphalin and Khemrat Gongsuk came from nature, but Inson Wongsam who
began his abstract sculptures aboard was inspir'éd by nature, western contemporary
society and culture. .

5. The use of abstract method has 2 ways (1) the reduction of things down to
the basis, is a mean to create new shapes and forms. This is to gain new forms that
used for conveying the truth in nature and the truth of Buddhism and (2) the abstraction
is a way to get to the truth of materials.

6. The abstract shapes have 3 types (1) organic shapes (2) geometric shapes
and (3) organic and geometric shapes. |

7. The method to design abstract shapes has 4 ways (1) the reduction (2) the
distortion (3) the analysis and synthetic of geometric forms and (4) the synthetic of
forms from ready-made objects.
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8. The use of material has 2 types, the traditional and non-traditional materials.
The traditional materials were the stone, wood and plaster. The non-traditional
materials are materials that related to the environment.

9. The influence of ideas and forms of sculptures distributing to young artists at
institutional level.

The result of the study has signified toward the awareness and the
understanding of abstract sculptures concerning the history, technique, and aesthetics.
It benefits to people who want to create sculpture in this trend. Furthermore, it benefits
to the acquisition of knowledge in sculpture field and history of art in Thailand focusing
on the abstract sculpture in Thailand.
