Research on students' perspectives on benefit of Co-operative Education, having objective
to study about the opinions towards benefits of Co-operative Education Project, development of
potential after participating in the Co-operative Education Project and overall satisfaction towards Co-
operative Education Project of students of Rajamangala University of Technolegy Thanyaburi, The
sample group comprised 418 students of Faculty of Business Administration participating in Co-
operative Education. Analysis of informalion used frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, F-test and Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The research found that most students answering questionnaire, were women more than
men, aged 21 years. The most number of students were students in Management Subject; most
students had grade point average of 2.51-3.00 and they trained in government agencies/state
enterprises more than private working units; most students trained in work correct to the branch of
study for more than 75% and in average, students trained in work correct to the branch for 63.8%,

Students agreed greatly that participation in Co-operative Education Project made people
to work jointly with others, knowing how to honor other people and listening opinions of others,
practicing how to be responsible persons having prudence, meticulous manner, creating learning and
development of oneself from actual operation, as well as improving defects before finishing the
education; practicing solving actual problems in working, creating disciplines to himself herself during
sludying and after graduation, helping actual work experience in the siudied branch, potential is
created to himself/herself by bringing knowledge from job training to be applied with studying in
classroom and increasing self-confidence in working after graduation. Other than this after
participating in Co-operative Education Project, it was found thal students had greaily better
development in the aspects of having respect to other people, responsibility to work, punctuality,
generosity, helping other people, working together with other people, kindness to friends, dressing in
student uniforms and having target in study. paying good attention to education; most students wore
relatively satisfied for participation in Co-operative Educalion Project.

Testing of hypothesis found that students having age, branch of study, grade point average
and job training place which were different, had different opinion towards benefit of Co-operative
Education Project having statistical significance at the level of .05 and it was found that students having
gender age, branch of study. grade point average and job lraining place which were different, had
different development of potential after participating in Co-operative Education Project, having statistical
significance at the level of .05. Gther than this, students having different ages and branches of study, had
different total satisfaction towards Co-operative Education Project having statistical significance at the
level of .05 and it was found that the opinion towards benefit of the project and development of potential
after participating in the Co-operative Education Project had relations with total satisfaction towards Co-

operative Education Project having statistic significance at the level of .05,
