1. On 2 September 2008, Prime Minister Samak Sundarave) declared a state of
emergency in Bangkok. The declaration of the state of emergency was in
accordance with the rule of law and the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs conducted a briefing on the political situation in
Thailand for foreign diplomats and indicated that the state of emergency had
been introduced to prevent clashes between the anti- and pro-government
demonstrators.

Thailand’s emergency decree is consistent with democratic principles and
international human rights standards. The Government will continue to exercise
utmost restraint and will work with all concerned to resolve the current political
situation within the framework of the Thai Constitution and the rule of law,
especially through the adoption of non-violent means of conflict resolution and
peaceful negotiation. There are no wider implications, such as a curfew, at
present.

GO 2. The Emergency Decree is only a temporary measure. It may be rescinded earlier
once the situation returns to normal. The state of emergency in this instance has
been limited to the Bangkok Metropolitan Area.

3. Four airports — Phuket, Krabi, Samui, and Surat Tham — are operating normally.
However, Thai Airways International (THAL), Air Asia, and Nok Air have cancelled
flights to Hat Yai International Airport as roads leading to the airport have been
closed off.

4,  With the exception of rail services to the southern region, rail services in
provincial areas of the north and northeastern regions are operating normally,
Negotiations are being held with the parties involved.

5. Tournsts and expats in Bangkok should avoid the foliowing areas: Chamai
Maruchet Bridge, Government House, Sanam Luang (Royal Ground), and
Ratchadamnoen Road.

6. The vast majority of the city, including all the major tourist spots, shopping
centres and riverside attractions, as well as all roads and public/private transport
systems are functioning normally.

® The current political situation in Thailand — change of government and
political demonstrations — should be seen as part of the Kingdom’s
evolving political development under a democratic system of
governance. What we have now seen in Thailand is hardiy a unigue

phenomenon for a democracy.

® The Protests are directed at Members of Parliament and some other
political figures. These incidents are limited to geographically very

narrow locality in Bangkok.

- ® Almost all of our key tourist sites in Bangkok and nationwide are
completely unaffected. The demonstrations remain confined to only
around the Government House compound, the Parliament Building and

its immediate vicinity.

® The political situation in general and the demonstrations in particular do
not pose any risk to the safety of foreigners living in or visiting Thailand.
Life in the capital and the rest of the Kingdom continues as usual.

Foreign nationals are unaffected.

® Hotel and other travel-related infrastructure and services, including all
airports, operate as normal. Train services throughout the country have -
resumed full operations. Roadways are open, with only certain roads in

Bangkok around the Government House compound remaining closed.
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SITUATION UPDATE
The Temporary Closure of Suvarnabhumi International Airport
As of November 26, 2008 / 9.00 hrs. (Bangkok Time)

November 25, 2008 / 21.00 hrs. -

The People’s Alliance for Democracy (PAD) anti-government protesters forced the partial
closure of Suvarnabhumi International Airport when demonstrators broke through police
lines and entered the Passenger Terminal/Departure Hall. Inbound fiights were still
operating normally with aircraft being cleared for landing.

November 25, 2008 / 22.00 hrs.

With anti-government protesters having blocked access to the airport via the main
motorway and the main entrance, shortly after 21.00 hrs., Acting Airports of Thailand
(AoT) president and Acting Suvarnabhumi Airport Director Serirat Prasutanont
announced the cancellation of all flights departing from Suvarnabhumi International
Airport. As a result, some 3,000 passengers were stranded at the airport.

November 26, 2008 / 04.00 hrs.

All inbound and outbound flights from Suvarnabhumi International Airport have been
cancelled since 04.00 hrs. (21.00 GMT Tuesday)

For security reasons Suvarnabhumi Airport will be closed from Tuesday, November 25th,
21.00 hrs. onwards until further notice. The airport authorities have been negotiating
with anti-government protesters to move their political rally to an alternative protest site
to enable airport operations to resume as soon as possible.

November 26, 2008/ 08.00 hrs

Thai Airways International (TG) announced that a total of 16 flights have been diverted
to land at Don Mueang International Airport, while another three flights: TG508/Muscat-
Karachi-Bangkok, TG520/Kuwait-Dubai-Bangkok and TG 941/Milan-Bangkok, have been
diverted to land in U-Tapao Airport. All of THAI’s inbound and outbound flights from
Suvarnabhumi International Airport are temporarily suspended until it resumes normal.
operations.

THAI's domestic flights, inbound and outbound from Don Mueang International Airport
are operating normally.

Don Mueang Interhétional Airport is orﬁerating normally.

There has been no declaration of State of Emergency.

16.30 Hrs - Thé Iran Airlines special flight for Thai Muslim pilgrims to their annual Haj "
pilgrimage in Mecca departed from U-Tapao Airport this afternoon.

14.45 Hrs - In order to facilitate stranded passengers with confirmed reservations, THAI
organized 31 special flights, 18 outbound and 13 inbound, to depart throughout the day.
THAI has provided transportation between Bangkok and U-Tapao International Airport
departing from Centara Grand and vice versa.

THAI has requested confirmed passengers to pre-check their travel documents at least 5
heurs prior to their flight departure time. This includes travelling time to U-Tapao from
the Lobby Area of the Centara Grand Hotel at CentralWorld.

10.30 Hrs - The Ministry of Tou-rism and Sports (MOTS) and the Tourism Authority of
Thailand (TAT) are currently working with airlines to finalize a departure schedule for all
remaining stranded passengers at the earliest possible time.

The authorities are urging individual tourists / travellers to refrain from attempting to
check-in at various airports, or designated in town check-in centres in hatels on their
own prior to receiving official notification or flight confirmation from airline
representatives. This will help to minimize confusion and delays at the airport.

The MOTS and TAT are in the process of finding a convenient location in Central Bangkok
to facilitate the Express Check-In. As soon as a suitable location for the Express Check-
In Centre has been established and in operation, this information will be made available
to all tourists/travellers via the Reception/Front Desk/Information Counter at each of the
hotels currently providing accommodation to stranded passengers. Transfers from the
hotel to the city-centre Express Check-In Centre will then be provided.

As of December 3, 2008 / 12.00 hrs. (Bangkok Time)

® The People’s Alliance for Democracy (PAD) anti-government protesters have ended their
occupation at both Suvarnabhumi International Airport and Don Mueang Airport.

* The Airport Authority of Thailand (AOT) announced that cargo flights at Suvarnabhumi-
International Airport had resumed as of 21.00 hrs (02.00 GMT) on 2 December 2008. A"
total of 12 air freight operators have requested to land at the airport.

* Commercial operations at Suvarnabhumi International Airport are scheduled to resume
at midnight on 5 December 2008. Airport authorities are working to resume full airport
operations at the earliest possible time, following a re-certification of the airport in
accordance with internationally-recognized standards and guidelines established by the
International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAQ), an agency of the United Nations. The
process is expected to take between one to two weeks. Airport authorities are aiming to
have Suvarnabhumi International Airport certified and fully operational by 15 December
2008. ' - ’

® The Thai travel and tourism industry continues to work round-the-clock to help stranded
tourists/travellers seeking to be reunited with family and friends.

® THAI continues to operate special flights to facilitate inconvenienced passengers. On 3
December 2008, Thai Airways International will operate 30 special inbound and
outbound flights for passengers with confirmed reservations.

® Suvarnabhumi International Airport was officially re-opened for commercial operations at
11.00 hrs. (Bangkok time) on Friday, 5 December 2008.

Representatives from Thailand’s Department of Civil Aviation, the Transportation
Security Administration (TSA) - an agency of the US Department of Homeland Security,
the International Air Transport Association (IATA) and ambassadors/embassy officials
were present during the site inspection of the airport.

* Full airport operations will resume following the re-certification of the airport by the
Department of Civil Aviation in accordance with internationally-recognized standards and
guidelines established by the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), an agency
of the United Nations.

* The temporary Express Check-In Counters at BITEC - the Bangkok International Trade &
