The purposes of this research were 1) to survey consumption behavior of
undergraduate students in Chiang Mai, 2) to study and develop learning provision
model for develop right consumption behavior according to the philosophy of
Sufficiency Economy for adolescents, 3) to try out the learning model, and 4) to assess
consumer behavior by intelligence of the students tested group.

The research is divided into four phases: 1) The survey consumption behavior
of undcrgraduate students in Chiang Mai. The Sample were 700 students, 2) The study
and development of leaming provision modcl for developing right consumption
behavior based on the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy for adolescents. The 25
experts for evaluation and the possibility of a learning management model, 3) Try out
the learning model for developing consumer behavior by intelligence of the students.
Experimental group was 32 students, and 4) to assess consumer behavior by
intelligence of the students tested group.

The research materials included 1) assumption behavior survey,
2) appropriateness and possibility assessment scale, 3) consistency assessment scale,
4) 99 days sufficiency diary, 5) learning observation scale, and 6) the students’
opinion. The collected data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation,
percentage, t-test and t-test Paired Sample.

The results found:

1. The survey consumption behavior of undergraduate students in Chiang Mai
in 4 phases were the eating, seeing, life living and listening behavior. It showed 3
problems: 1) The time using was not beneficial and constructive, 2) Spending on
income received, and 3) Lack of critical thinking skills in a highly consumer behavior,

2. 4 steps of the model of learning to develop consumption behavior based on

the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy for adolescents were fun, consciousness,
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realize and substance. Based on 4 main factors: 1) the philosophy of sufficiency
economy, 2) situation, 3) teaching materials, and 4) membership. They were the tool
for learning that effective assessment of an expert. It was appropriate and feasible in
most and could be used.

3. Experimental group students were knowledgeable, understanding and
application of the philosophy of sufficiency economy before and after learning showed
the different classes. Statistically significant at the 0.01 level. And student opinion on
management style and learn on high levels.

4. Expcrimental group students had behavior by understanding the philosophy
of sufficiency economy based on high levels. The score after the event with a score
was higher than the previous event and was statistically significant at 0.01 level, the
students tried to change consumer behavior by understanding the philosophy of
sufficiency economy was on the 4 sides. It was a better way.

What we had then, to implement the learning provision model for developing
right consumption behavior according to the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy for
adolescents have the framework: 3 loops, 2 conditions, and balance 4 dimensions.
Learning activities that were believed to be able to make fun of conscious awareness
and promote the essence of a philosophy of going to the poorest students could be used

as a way of life. Way of thinking about themselves.
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
