Entrepreneurial Opportunities for Generation Z Students:

The Mediating Roles of Entrepreneurial Creativity and
Entrepreneurial Passion

ABSTRACT

he research aims to examine the influences on entrepreneurial opportunities among the new

generation. The sample consisted of 295 Bachelor of Business Administration students in

Generation Z, selected using purposive sampling. Data were collected using questionnaires.
Statistics based on a structural equation model were used to examine the data. The results demonstrate
that entrepreneurial creativity has the greatest significant positive effect on entrepreneurial opportunity,
followed by entrepreneurial passion. Furthermore, entrepreneurial knowledge can indirectly influence
entrepreneurial opportunities, with entrepreneurial creativity and entrepreneurial passion playing
mediating roles. Perceived university support can indirectly influence entrepreneurial opportunities with
a mediating role of entrepreneurial creativity. According to research, Generation Z has a creative mindset
and passion for entrepreneurship, which are essential characteristics that drive entrepreneurial
opportunity. Knowledge of business operations and the university's support in stimulating entrepreneurial
creativity will foster creative problem-solving, encouraging the new generation to pursue entrepreneurial

opportunities.
