The objectives of this research were 1) To study the factors influencing
the success in implementing an enterprise resource planning system. of small
and medium enterprises in Thailand.

This research was a mixed research from the population of 9,481
places small and medium enterprises entrepreneurs in Thailand. A total of 360
sample populations were obtained. A random sampling method was used
among 15 people, including entrepreneurs  in small and medium enterprises
in Thailand and experts in Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) systems in
Thailand.

Major Finding: 1) Success in adopting the Enterprise Resource Planning
