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Life Style in accordance with the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy of Inhabitants

Living in Bansadao Community, Tad Thong Sub-District, Muang District,
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The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the level of perception,
understanding and acceptance of the Philosophy of Sufficiently Economy of inhabitants
living in Bansadao Community, Tad Thong Sub-District, Muang District, Yasothon
Province; 2) to examine the inhabitants'life style in accordance with the Philosophy of
Sufficiency Economy; and, 3) to study the factors relating to the philosophy of those
inhabitants. The sampling groups were 158 residents living in the said community.
Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient was uéed to analyze the instrument and its validity. The
statistics used to analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
Pea:rson's Product Moment Coefficient of Correlation.

The research findings in this research are:

1) The understanding and acceptance of the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy
of those inhabitants are rated at high levels except the level of perception of the
philosophy which is rated at a moderate level.

2) The inhabitants’ life style in accordance with the philosophy is rated at a
high level. ‘

3) The levels of perception, understanding and acceptance of the philosophy
have positively correlated with the inhabitants’ life style rated at a moderate level. The
le‘vel of perception of the philosophy has positively correlated with the understanding of

that philosophy at a moderate level, and at a very high level with the acceptance of the

has positively correlated with the acceptance of the philosophy at a very high level.
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
