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Abstract

The objectives of this article were (1) to study the situation of household debt problems of
community enterprises (2) to create a learning process for participatory household debt management
under the circular economy principles of community enterprises and (3) to study the ways to solve
household debt problems under the circular economy principle of community enterprises. Key
informants used in this article are those who involved in supporting and promoting the group. The
tools used were in-depth interviews and focus groups. Data were analyzed using content analysis
methods and demonstrated statistics.

The results of the research demonstrate that;

1. The main causes of debt problems include income, not expenses. There are no funds to
farm the following season and buy consumables. Key informants plan their finances for agricultural
investments and reduce unnecessary spending, but they still lack the knowledge to manage debt
problems, resulting in a trapping cycle of debt conditions and access to low-interest financing.

2. The learning process in debt management focuses on building circular economy knowledge
and financial discipline for members continuously, in order to reduce the cycle of debt accumulation
and systematically adjust and build current assets using debt deferral and debt restructuring policies.

3. Members have expectations of assistance and support from the government. In particular,
the problem of debt is not the main problem caused by farming alone. Opportunities and the right to
fair access to capital and welfare.

Knowledge includes transforming the mindset of members from being trapped in debt cycles
to creating added value by utilizing waste materials in an environmentally friendly manner and

practicing safe agriculture that improves quality of life.
