The main objectives of this research were to 1) evaluate ‘Living Library’

1.1 basic factors about project environment: the evaluation was rated at
a high level in overall. The need of this project was at a median level. Project
possibility, objectives, readiness and resources were rated at a high level.
1.2 process of the project: the evaluation showed that this area was at a
high level. Activities and period of processing the project were at a high level as well.
1.3 project outcomes: the evaluation in this area was at a high level.
Total results, impact and benefits were at a high level.
2. comparing of the project evaluation, the researcher found that
2.1 administrators, teacher and students evaluated the project
indifferently when they were different in work positions.
2.2 they evaluated the project indifferently when they were different in

school as well.
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
